1- Download OC4J from oracle OTN  (Note it a large file 23M)

Setup OC4J by unzipping the download file to a folder in your machine

Note:  JDK 1.3, or JDK 1.4  is required

2 - Now install OC4J 

a) Go DOS-Window, type the following: 

cd D:\oc4j\j2ee\home> java -jar oc4j.jar -install 

Enter an admin password to use: manager

Installation done!

3 - Start the OC4J server  

Execute the following command. 

    D:\> java -jar oc4j.jar 

You now should be able to access the web server at http://localhost:8888   (localhost can be 127.0.0.1)
